The response across the world has been one of solidarity with the 

people of Ukraine.  Among the international aid agencies assisting 
with the present humanitarian crisis is Trócaire (website: 

www.trocaire.org) which is working with Caritas Europa, (made up of 
49 member organisations across Europe, to coordinate support to 

Ukraine.)  Trócaire support Caritas in its call for humanitarian  

corridors to be guaranteed to allow people to leave safely, and to 

enable humanitarian supplies to enter the country.
